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2026 Volleyball Canada Open NORCECA Trials 
 

Objective: 
To determine a final ranking of 1st through 4th place teams, which will form the updated Volleyball Canada 
(VC) NORCECA Eligibility List. 
 
Teams will be offered entry into NORCECA events based on their position in this list. 
 
If eligibility drops beyond the 4th-ranked team, the offer returns to the top of the list (i.e., the 1st-ranked team 
will be offered the next available berth). 
 
Teams selected will be entered into two consecutive events and must average a medal finish across those two 
events (a combined placement of 6 or lower) to earn another two entries. If they do not, the next team on the 
list will be offered the next opportunity. 
 
Eligibility: 
Open to any Canadian citizen with a valid passport. 
Maximum 32 teams per gender. 
 
Registration: 
Both athletes must register individually and submit payment for the team to be officially registered.

Friday, May 29, 2026 – 4:00 PM EST

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Registration fee: 
$150 + HST per player 
 
Notes: 

• Each registered team must list their partner on the registration form. 
• Athletes are responsible for their own transportation, accommodations, and meals while in Toronto. 
• No refunds will be issued after the start of the preliminary inquiry. 
• Cancellations prior to the preliminary inquiry will incur a $25 administrative fee. 

Personal coaches: 
Coaches may attend and support their teams. All associated costs are the responsibility of the team. 
 
Injuries: 
If an injury prevents a team from competing or affects performance, notify Volleyball Canada as soon as 
possible. Athletes are expected to arrive physically and mentally prepared. 
 
Player Substitutions Policy: 

• Player substitutions are permitted any time before the registration deadline. 
• After the registration deadline and before the schedule or entry list is released, substitutions are still 

allowed. 
• Once the schedule or entry list has been published, any substitution request will be considered at the 

sole discretion of Volleyball Canada and is not guaranteed. 

Additional information: 
• Volleyball Canada will provide a minimum of two uniforms per player, once per season for NORCECA 

events. 
• All travel and any additional coaching support are at the expense of the individual teams.
